Location Agreement

Widescreen Films Limited ("we" or "us" or "our") intend, but do not undertake to produce, a television programme provisionally entitled “Good Film” ("Programme"), and you have agreed to make available to us the property described in Schedule 1, which shall include without limitation, all interior and exterior areas, utilities, buildings, displays and signs located in or around the property, and any identifying features ("Property"). 

In consideration of us paying to you the remuneration set out in Schedule 1, you and us hereby agree as follows:-

1. Permission to Enter Property
You hereby irrevocably grant to us (which for the purposes of entry upon and use of the Property shall include our successors, assignees, licensees, employees, agents, independent contractors and suppliers) the right and licence to:-

1.1 Enter upon the Property to photograph, film, video, make sound recordings and use all or any part of the interior, exterior and contents of the Property, including names, signs and identifying insignia and in the exercise of such rights to enter upon and to bring all necessary personnel, equipment, vehicles, temporary sets and facilities onto the Property for the purpose of parking and storing the same for use in connection with the Programme; and

2. Period of Use

You shall make the Property available to us, free from interference by you or any third party for the period set out in Schedule 1 ("Initial Use Period").  

If we have not completed our filming during the Initial Use Period, then we shall be entitled to return to the Property for a further period, and you shall make the Property available to us, free from interference by you or any third party, either consecutively or non-consecutively to the Initial Use Period ("Further Use Period").  The dates of such Further Use Period shall be agreed in good faith, and the terms and conditions of our Further Use Period shall be the same as those specified for the Initial Use Period, subject to the payment of additional fees calculated on a pro rata basis with respect to the fees payable pursuant to paragraph 3 below. 

3. Fees
As complete and full payment for all rights granted to us hereunder, we shall pay to you the fees set out in Schedule 1, and any further use fees for the Further Use Period pursuant to paragraph 2 above.  

For the avoidance of doubt, no fees shall be paid by us for any day unless we actually use the Property.  We may at any time, prior to twelve (12) hours before commencement of the Initial Use Period, elect not to use the Property by giving you notice thereof, and in which case neither us nor you shall have any further obligation to the other.  

4. Facilities
You agree to make available to us at the Property the facilities listed in Schedule 1, if any, in accordance with our directions and requirements.

5. Rights
You hereby acknowledge and agree that we shall be the sole and exclusive owner of the entire copyright and all other rights of every kind in and to the results and proceeds of our photography, filming and recording on the Property or on any studio set(s) of the Property, including without limitation, the irrevocable right to use or license others to use all or any parts of the same in or in connection with the Programme and any publicity, book publishing, merchandise or other derivative works (the "Derivative Works") and to exploit the same by any manner or means now known or hereafter devised in any and all media throughout the universe for the full period of copyright and of all other rights in the Programme and the Derivative Works and of relevant rights relating to the Property, including all extensions, revivals and renewals thereof and thereafter (insofar as may be or become possible) in perpetuity.

6. Exercise of rights
You hereby accept that we are not required to use or exercise any of our rights hereunder, or if exercised, to incorporate the footage relating to the Property in the Programme.  In the exercise of our rights hereunder, you acknowledge and agree that we shall be entitled to identify the Property by its true name or by a fictitious name and to attribute any fictitious events as occurring on the Property.

7. Your warranties
You hereby warrant, represent and undertake that:-

7.1 You are free to enter into this Agreement and to grant the permissions and rights herein expressed to be granted without having to obtain consents from any person;

7.2 the Property is safe and suitable for our intended use, that to the best of your knowledge and belief no dangerous substances or materials including without limitation asbestos are present within the Property and that you will maintain the Property in a useable condition for all uses contemplated by us hereunder;

7.3 The Property may be accessed from the public highway and no permission or other authorisation (including without limitation any easement or other right of way) is required from any third party to permit us to exercise our rights hereunder;

7.4 You have been informed of the subject matter of the Programme and shall make no claim in respect of any reference to the Property or contents thereof in the Programme or in respect of defamation, invasion of privacy, copyright or trademark infringement arising out of our use of the material filmed, recorded or photographed on the Property; 

7.5 You will take no action nor allow or permit or authorise any third party to take any action which might interfere with our full use and quiet enjoyment of the Property in accordance with the terms hereof; and

7.6 You will not make any disclosure or supply any information or photographs or any other material whatsoever to any third parties (other than as required by law) regarding the Programme or our activities hereunder.

8. Our warranties
We hereby warrant, represent and undertake:-

8.1 To use reasonable care to prevent damage to the Property and to leave the Property in as good a condition as when we entered the Property, reasonable wear and tear from uses permitted herein excepted;

8.2 Subject to paragraph 9.1 below, to make good any damage to the Property arising directly out of our use thereof subject to such damage being the direct result of and caused by our negligence provided that you notify us in writing as soon as any such damage comes to your notice, and in any event, within two (2) days of our vacation of the Property; and

9. Indemnities
9.1 Except with respect to (a) matters constituting a breach by you of any of your representations, warranties and/or agreements, and/or (b) gross negligence or wilful misconduct by you, and/or (c) any matters which are the subject of your indemnification of us pursuant to paragraph 9.2 below, we shall indemnify you up to a maximum of £10,000,000 against any loss, claim or proceedings arising under statute or common law in respect of any damage to the Property or injury to any person resulting from any negligent act or omission of us in connection with our use of the Property Provided That you notify us in writing immediately of any claim and that we are entitled (at our sole discretion) to assume the sole conduct of any proceedings arising out of such claim.

9.2 You hereby agree to indemnify us against any loss, claim or proceeding however arising in respect of any actual or alleged breach or non-performance by you of any or all of your undertakings, warranties and obligations contained in this Agreement.

10. No injunctive relief
All rights granted and assigned by you pursuant to this Agreement shall be irrevocable under any and all circumstances and shall not be subject to reversion, recission or termination.  You hereby acknowledge and agree that in the event of a breach of this Agreement by us any application to enjoin or restrain the production, distribution, exhibition, advertising or exploitation of the Programme or any rights therein or derived therefrom would be excessively disruptive and unreasonably damaging to the Programme and ours and third parties interests therein and consequently you hereby agree not to apply for any such relief and accept that the recovery of damages, if any, in an action at law, would provide a full and appropriate remedy for any loss or damage incurred by you as a result of any such breach.  

11. Miscellaneous
11.1 Except insofar as this agreement expressly provides that a third party may in his own right enforce a term of this agreement, a person who is not a party to this agreement has no right under the Contracts (Rights of Third Parties) Act 1999 to rely upon or enforce any term of this agreement but this does not affect any right or remedy of a third party which exists or is available apart from that Act.  Neither party may declare itself a trustee of the rights under this agreement for the benefit of any third party.

11.2 This agreement and the documents referred to in it, constitutes the entire agreement and understanding of the parties and supersedes any previous agreement between the parties relating to the subject matter of this agreement.  Each of the parties acknowledges and agrees that in entering into this agreement, and the documents referred to in it, it does not rely on, and shall have no remedy in respect of, any statements, representation, warranty, understanding, promise or assurance (whether negligently or innocently made) of any person (whether party to this agreement or not) other than as expressly set out in this agreement as a warranty.

11.3 If any provision of this agreement shall be found by any court or administrative body of competent jurisdiction to be invalid or unenforceable, such invalidity or unenforceability shall not affect the other provisions of this agreement which shall remain in full force and effect.  

11.4 The validity, construction and performance of this agreement shall be governed by and construed in accordance with the law of England and Wales.  Each party irrevocably agrees to submit to the non-exclusive jurisdiction of the courts of England and Wales over any claim, dispute or matter arising under or in connection with this Agreement.
